1. normal playing technique.

Other Notation:

Before a rest, a note tied to a grace note (see below) signifies that the player should try to
end the note as close to the rest as possible. This is only a cautionary marking, as it adds no
real value to the duration of the note.

All other non-standard notation is explained in the score.

Interpretational Issues

Avoid vibrato except where marked.
In the last section of the piece, the players tap their feet against the floor while play-

ing. Do this by keeping the heel on the floor and tapping only with the toe. The resulting
sound should blend with the sounds of the instruments as much as possible. The bassist and
percussionist should have stools at their disposal so that they can tap with both feet without
the risk of falling down.

For the strings at rehearsal Z, the density of the music makes it impractical to write
the sounding pitches of their harmonics. They are listed here for reference (contrabass at
concert pitch):
